X e Institute

The Indian Law Institute (ILI) was founded in
1956 primarily with the objective of promoting
and conducting legal research. It was established
as a result of the efforts of the leading jurists
of India for over a number of years. It is a
truism that a sound legal order is the basis of
a democratic society, because law is one of the
major instrumentalities by which a society can
hope to prosper and develop. There were many
important reasons impelling the establishment of
a national legal research centre. First, there was
a need for reinvigorating legal research as the
law, the legal research and the legal education
had been neglected areas in India, both before
and after Independence. Second, there was a
need for a sustained institutionalized research
encompassing projects requiring field studies and
group thinking. Third, it was necessary to bring
together different branches of the legal profession,
namely, judges, lawyers and law teachers with a
view to develop an integrated approach to law in
society.

The objectives of the Institute are to cultivate the
science of law, to promote advanced studies and
research in law so as to meet the social, economic
and other needs of the Indian people, to promote
systematization of law, to encourage and conduct
investigations in legal and allied fields, to improve
legal education, to impart instructions in law, and
to publish studies, books, periodicals, etc.

The Institute is an autonomous body registered
under the Societies Registration Act, 1860.
The autonomous character of the Institute
and its independence ensure the requisite
academic freedom to carry out its objectives and
meaningful research. Its funds come mainly from
the Government of India, Ministry of Law &
Justice and also from membership fees and sale of
its publications. The membership of the Institute
is now nearly three thousand four hundred thirty
two representing the persons interested in the
study and advancement of law.

Hon’ble Chief Justice of India is the ex-officio
President of the Institute. The Law Minister
of Government of India is its ex-officio Vice
President. Judges of the Hon'ble Supreme Court
of India and High Courts, Lawyers, Government
officials, Vice Chancellors, Deans and Professors
of Law are represented in the Governing Council
of the Institute.

Deemed University

The Indian Law Institute was granted Deemed
University status in 2004 vide Government
of India, Ministry of Human Resource
Development Notification No.E9-9/2001-U.3
dated 29.10.2004. Institute has been accredited
with ‘A’ Grade (CGPA 3.35 out 0f 4.00) by NAAC
in March 2017. After the visit and review by the
UGC Expert Committee, the UGC approved
the inclusion of Indian Law Institute u/s 12B
of the UGC Act in June 2018. The Indian Law
Institute was granted Grade II Autonomy by
University Grants Commission on the basis of
score accreditation.

After the declaration of the Indian Law Institute
a Deemed University in the year 2004, the
Institute launched research oriented LL.M. — 2
Year (Full Time) and Ph.D. programmes. In the
year 2009-2010, the institute introduced LL.M.
— 3 year (Evening) programme. The Institute has
introduced its flagship LL.M - 1-year (Full- Time)
programme for the academic session 2013-14.
The programme is designed in such a way that
the students are equipped with comparative
understanding of legal systems and concept of
‘justice’ in the globalized world. The Institute
believes to create individuals who can play a
significant role in evolving new concepts and
interpretations best fitted with global practices
when they join bar, bench or academic. The
LL.M. Programmes covers important areas like
International Trade Law, Intellectual Property
Rights Law, Criminal Law, Human Rights and
Judicial Administration. The peculiarity of the
LL.M. course of the Indian Law Institute is in
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the writing of research paper by students as an
essential ingredient of the Programme. The idea is
to help the students to acquire sufficient expertise
in teaching and doing research simultaneously so
that in future there may be a band of law teachers
for universities and national law schools.

The Institute has Ph.D. Programme. As of now,
there are 28 scholars. The regulation is structured
in such a manner that only a person with
outstanding ability acquires the degree of Ph.D.
from the Indian Law Institute.

The Institute conducts Post Graduate Diploma
Courses in vital areas like Corporate Law and
Management, Cyber Law, Intellectual Property
Rights Law and Alternative Dispute Resolution
(ADRs) etc. The P.G. Diploma Programmes have
been attracting students from different segments
of the society. Diploma in Corporate Law is
recognized by the Government of India for jobs
as Company Secretaries in companies having paid
up share capital of less than rupees two crores.
The courses in other Diplomas are structured
in such a manner that the takers can engage
themselves as practitioners/consultants. These
courses are taught through latest techniques and
methodology. The syllabi blending theory and
practice help the students to acquire sufficient
knowledge in the areas concerned. This makes
them highly competitive and dynamic. The
minimum qualification prescribed for admission
to the PG. Diploma Courses is a Graduate
Degree recognized by Indian University.

The Institute also provide Online Certificate
Courses of duration three months in IPR and

Information Technology in the Internet Age” and
“Cyber Laws”.

Building

The Institute was housed in the Supreme Court
building till 1962. Later it constructed its own
building opposite to Supreme Court at Bhagwan
Dass Road, New Delhi on one and a half acre
of land. The building is a magnificent structure,
having four floors. The ground floor covers
the Institute’s library, stack rooms for books,

Conference Halls, Seminar and class rooms and
offices for the faculty, research and administrative
staff. All classrooms & lecture halls were renovated.
The class rooms and halls are equipped with latest
audio gadgets and lighting arrangements needed
for conducting seminars, training programmes
and workshops in the Institute.

Library

The Institute’s library is one of the leading law
libraries in India and contains around 82,500
volumes. It receives about 180 current legal
periodicals including serial publications. The
library remains open from 9.00 a.m. to 8.00 p.m.
on all working days; from 10.00 a.m. to 5.30
p.m. on Saturdays and from 10.00 a.m. to 4.00
p.m. on Sundays. The library remains closed
on National and Gazetted Holidays. Mezzanine
Floor of the library remains closed on Sundays.

A separate wing of library issues books to
the students of the Post Graduate Diploma
andLL.M. programmes. The ILI Library has
computerized its entire catalogue to provide
access to the computerized information about
the availability of books, journals, Commissions
and Committees Reports and other publications
with the help of OPAC and WEB OPAC.
A separate collection of 5,000 books donated
by the legal dignitaries is kept atthe mezzanine
floor of the main hall of the Library. The Library
enriched its collection by adding eBooks of
various renowned publishers such as Oxford
University Press, Cambridge University Press,
Hart Publishing and Elgar Online.

The library subscribes renowned databases such
as West Law India, JSTOR, Hein Online,
SCC Online, Manupatra, Economic and Political
Weekly Online, The Laws, Taxmann.com etc.
The students/ users can access these databases
through IP within the campus.

The Institute also deposits its Ph.D theses in
UGC- Shodhganga. The institute theses can
be accessed from Shodhganga Database. The
Institute is also a part of National Digital
Library of India and the digitized collection of
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the institute is also accessible through National

Digital Library of India.

The library is well equipped to facilitate the
visually impaired students with JAWS Talking
Software, Pear] Instant Reader and Angel Pro
Talking Digital Pocket Daisy Player, E- Book
Reader, keyboard, Music Player, Radio Cum
Voice Recorder- All in One.

Library has Off Campus Access for its subscribed
eResources, which is provided only to the
authorized users of the Library. User IDs and
passwords are provided to the authorized
users for accessing the E-Resources from remote
locations. Library has Wi-Fi  Technology. This
facility is provided to our students bearing
Laptop

Legal Information Resource Centre (LIRC)

The ILI has set up a Legal Information Resource
Centre with latest technology computers and
heavy-duty printers with Wi-Fi Connectivity. All
the computers have been equipped with facility
to access all renowned legal databases. Legal
information, relating to case laws, Constitutions,
legislations, rules & regulations, Parliamentary
debates, Commissions’ & Committees’ Reports,
legal articles and rare documents can be retrieved
by the Centre. The retrieved information is
provided through printouts and e-mails to
readers. Legal Information Resource Centre
(LIRC) remains closed on Saturdays and Sundays.

The Indian Law Institute has digitized its
publications and rare documents of the
library. The institute has released its publications,
rare documents and law reports on the website for
free and wider access.

For LL.M. 890 applications received by the
Institute for admission out of which a total of
485 candidates appeared for the Entrance Test.
For Ph.D. 141 applications received out of
which 78 from Exempted category and 63 were
from non-exempted category out of which only
25 candidates appeared for the Entrance Test.

5100 candidates appeared for LL.M. and Ph.D.
Admission Test respectively. The results of All
India Admission Test & Ph.D. Admission Test
were notified as per the approved schedule.

The viva-voce for admission to LL.M. 1 year
Programme (2020-2021) were held between
November 9-11, 2021. The result as per merit
was declared on November 16, 2020.

To mark the launch of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav,
the series of celebratory events initiated by
the office of the Hon’ble Prime Minister, Mr.
Narendra Modi, to commemorate the 75%
Anniversary of India’s Independence, a conference
was organised on March 12, 2021 by the Indian
Law Institute in collaboration with the Ministry
of Law and Justice, Government of India. The
date of 12* March holds a special significance
for all Indians since this historic day in 1930
marked the commencement of the momentous
‘Salt Satyagraha’ movement. The movement is
known for its notable contribution in the Indian
independence struggle and was seen as a clarion

call for the people of India to eschew obedience
to the oppressive colonial rule and to come out in
open defiance of the repressive colonial regime.
Thus, the day merits a special mention in any
celebration of the Indian freedom struggle and
taking note of its crucial significance, the day
was chosen to begin the festival of the successful
completion of 75 glorious years of Indian
independence.

Eminent dignitaries who graced the occasion
included Professor (Dr.) Ranbir Singh, Former
Vice Chancellor, National Law University, Delhi,
who presided over the event as the Chief Guest.
Guest of Honour for the event were Professor
(Dr.) Manjula Batra, Former Dean, Faculty
of Law, Jamia Millia Islamia and Shri Anoop
Kumar Mendiratta, Secretary, Department of
Legal Affairs, Ministry of Law and Justice, Govt.
of India.

Post the welcome address, Professor (Dr.) Manjula
Batra, former Dean, School of Law, Jamia Milla
Islamia University, New Delhi delivered the
special address for the event. In line with the
theme of the conference and commemorating the
eventful day of March 12, 1930, Professor (Dr.)
Batra detailed out the historic significance of the
Dandi March and elaborated upon the events
that had led to the call by Mahatma Gandhi to
the people of India to boycott the Indian Salt Act
of 1882.
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Professor (Dr.) Batra described how the twenty-
four-day long march was the collective beginning
of a mass resistance movement against the
British tyranny.

regime. His words would mobilise the masses
and his ideology became one of the most potent
weapons in the arsenal of Indians fighting against

the repressive forces of the colonial masters.

The writings of Frantz Fanon, psychoanalyst
and political philosopher of great international
repute, in the field of post-colonial studies and his
discourse on deconstruction of violence in anti-
colonial movements, have generated worldwide
attention. Narratives around the ideas of truth,
violence and colonial struggles have often looked
at the contrast between the Gandhian values
of ahimsa and the justifications of the use of
violence for overthrowing oppressive, imperialist
regimes. The engaging talk exposed the several
intersections and divergences in the Gandhian-
Fanonian discourse and left the participants with
many interesting questions and ideas to ponder
over.
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Webinar on “Constitution Day” on
November 26, 2020

The Constitution of a nation state performs
multiple functions, it is a legal, social and a
political document. It lays down the bedrock of
legal system and the citizen’s rights as well as the
power map of the institutions of governance. A
constitution is often characterized as the basic
charter of the state’s identity that represents
the shared values and aspirations of the whole
political community. The stability of the nation
state and its fate is rooted in the endurance
value of its constitution and thus the history of
the enactment of the constitution of any state
encapsulates both the struggles of the past and the
aspirations and ideals for the future development
of the nation state. The story of the enactment
of the Constitution of India is no different. It
captures the essence of the freedom struggle
and the ideals that guided the independence
movement. The adoption of the Constitution
of India on the 26" November, 1949 marked
the culmination of the diverse aspirations of the
heterogenous Indian community and the firm
resolve to constitute the diversities into one nation
state that would be founded upon the principles
of justice, liberty, equality and fraternity among
all. To commemorate the historic day, each year
November 26, is celebrated as National Law
Day or the National Constitution Day. To mark
this momentous day, the Indian Law Institute
organized a webinar on “Constitution Day” on
November 26, 2020 which saw the participation
from learned members of academia as well
as the legal fraternity. Professor (Dr.) Ranbir
Singh, Former and Founder Vice Chancellor
of National Law University, Delhi graced the
occasion as the chief guest and Professor (Dr.)
Manoj Kumar Sinha, Director, ILI delivered the
welcome speech wherein through his words, he
expressed his reverence for the supreme law of
the land and shared his views on the significance
of remembering the core values that inspired
the framers of our constitution. Shri Rakesh

Munjal, Senior Advocate, Supreme Court of
India/President, SAARC Law India was the
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Guest of Honour and a special address was also
delivered by Mr. Sudhanshu Ranjan, Senior
Journalist, Doordarshan, Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting, Government of India.

National Webinar on the occasion of “20th

Anniversary of Security Council Resolution
1325” on October 29, 2020

The Indian Law Institute organised a national
webinar on the occasion of “20th Anniversary of
Security Council Resolution 1325” on October
29, 2020. The resolution as adopted by the UN
Security Council on October, 30, 2000 had
intended to reaffirm the role of women in the
prevention and resolution of conflicts, peace
peace-building,  peacekeeping,

humanitarian response and in post-conflict

negotiations,

reconstruction.

Distinguished international law scholar, Professor
Hilary Charlesworth was the keynote speaker for
the event. In her talk, she presented a strong
critique of what she has called “institutional
orthodoxy with respect to women and peace”,
essentialist claims about women being inherently
peaceful; women’s “competitive vulnerability”;
demands for their participation in peace
negotiations given their affinity with peace and
collapsing of the term gender with women.

She argued for a shift in the terms of the debate
about women, peace and security by pushing
for a substantive equality framework (which
is based on historical and current exclusion of
women from decision making processes) and
by employing gender as an analytical category,
a system of meaning that permeates all reality,
including ideas about peace, conflict, and
militarised solutions. The talk was an enriching
account of stories of despair as well as hope from
Resolution 1325.

National Webinar on “National Education Policy,
2020: Right Steps Towards Inclusive Higher
Education” on October 18, 2020.

The National Education Policy, 2020 has marked
a paradigm shift in the education reforms in
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the country and it seeks to undertake a massive
overhaul of the education sector. To discuss the
ramifications of the first ever comprehensive policy
to be introduced after the 1986 NEP, the Indian
Law Institute, hosted a webinar on October,
18, 2020. Professor (Dr.) Manoj Kumar Sinha
welcomed the speakers and participants and gave
an introduction of NEP, 2020. It was brought
to attention that currently there are about 950
universities in India, out of which 412 are State
universities, 124 ‘Deemed to be’ universities, 53
Central universities and 361 private universities.
Each State university has about 45-50 colleges
affiliated to it. NEP 2020 has directed all
the colleges to become autonomous in their
functioning because it is practically impossible
for a State university to keep a close watch on the
functioning of these colleges, given they are so
large in number.

Hon'ble (Dr.) Justice Arijit Pasayat, Former
Judge, Supreme Court of India commenced
his speech by shedding light on the in-depth
meaning of education. His Lordship mentioned
how NEP, 2020 aims at making India a global
knowledge superpower and it instills deep-
rooted pride. It focuses on skill development,
inculcation of values, human rights and
sustainable development. It lays down several
factors and aims that standalone institutions
become multidisciplinary institutions. With the
approval of the NEP, 2020, it seems apparent
that single field institutions will be phased out
over time.

Professor N.L.Mitra, in his speech, started by
reminding the participants that this was the first
time in history that a National Education Policy
even mentioned legal education. He commented
that the new NEP also sought to do away with
the affiliation system. He remarked that our
affiliation system was again copied from the
British, but Britain being a small country, could
make it work, whereas in our case it doesn’t work
as efliciently. Colleges as per new NEP can either
merge with the university, become big by merger
or acquisition or get clustered by coming together
and give their own degree with a big investment.
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If none of this is possible for them, they’ll have
to wind up. At least 400-500 colleges will close
down as a result of this. It would be interesting to
see if this is actually realisable.

Mr. Sujeet Kumar, Member of Parliament,
lauded NEP, 2020 and hailed it to be a landmark
and futuristic policy which was in many respects
conducive to the needs to India. However, he also
expressed his scepticism regarding NEP, 2020 and
its potential in being a right step towards inclusive
higher education. He expressed his concern over
BSNL, the state telecom provider, intending to
stop cellular service in Kalahandi district, Orissa
stating commercial unviability as this would be
contrary to the Prime Minister’s vision of a digital
India. He stressed that technology and education
should be inclusive.

Professor (Dr.) C. Rajkumar, Professor OP Jindal
University, stated that NEP is an outstanding
vision statement and policy document which
recognises the complexity and challenges of the
higher education system. It has envisaged a vision
for seeking substantive change with a view to
harnessing the extraordinary potential of human
development and India’s demographic dividend.
He stated that the NEP 2020 has ten big ideas for
reimagining the higher education sector which
includes: World-class education in the pursuit
of excellence, Multi-disciplinarity and liberal
education, Regulatory reforms, Expansion with
quality assurance and access, Research ecosystem,

Faculty focus, Governance and leadership,

Public funding and private philanthropy,
Internationalisation, Accreditation, Digitisation,
Transparent  decision-making,  Institutional
independence, Active and  participative

consultation, and Empowering IoEs.

N.K.Chakrabarti focused on the
important aspects of equity and accessibility in
education. He appreciated the newly introduced
feature in NEP, 2020, of multiple entry and exit
points when undertaking a course and stressed
that in legal education these are very much
essential. It was added that multddisciplinary
approach will give the autonomy to teachers to

Professor
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design the courses to be taught more innovatively.
He also stated that it would be more beneficial if
higher educational institutions can plan properly
for economically weaker sections on the basis of
means and merit policy i.e., focusing on means
available to the student in the initial years and
gravitating towards a merit-based approach
in awarding scholarships in the later years of
the course. He also added that provisions for
specially-abled individuals should be made in all
institutions of higher education with special labs
providing features conducive to their needs.

National Webinar on “Environmental Law:
National and International perspective” on

October 4, 2020

Indian Law Institute organised a National
Webinar on “Environmental Law: National and
International perspective” with eminent scholars
and practitioners in the field of environmental
law. Hon’ble Mr. Justice Swatanter Kumar,
Former Chairperson, National Green Tribunal
and former Judge, Supreme Court of India
graced the occasion as the chief guest. The
speakers included distinguished experts in the
field of environmental law namely: Professor.
(Dr.) Armin Rosencranz, Dean, Jindal School
of Environment and Sustainability; Shri. Sanjay
Parikh, Advocate, Supreme Court of India;
Professor Satish C. Shastri, School of Law, Modi
University, Rajasthan; Professor Furgan Ahmad,
Symbiosis Law School, Noida; and Professor
(Dr.) Manoj Kumar Sinha, Director, Indian Law
Institute. The discussion explored the role played
by environmental legislations (both domestic and
international) in the protection of environment.

In his welcome address, Professor (Dr.) Manoj
Kumar Sinha spoke on how
degradation affects the very fabric of human

environmental

existence i.e., from the quality of air and water,
to the type of food available and also pointed out
that the ‘fast-paced’ development and mindless
‘rapid consumption’ of resources in the age of
globalisation is at the very core of environmental
issues faced by the international community. He
further elaborated upon how the environmental
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law framework and principles should become
the reference point for devising developmental
policies and stressed on the need for synergising
the same with human rights concerns. Professor
(Dr.) Armin Rosencranz raised the issue of the lack
of the implementation tools for the enforcement
of the environmental law principles developed
at the international level. He drew attention
to the fact that it is only within the domestic
courts that these principles could be realized. The
esteemed professor gave the gathering an insight
into his latest work on the topic of illegal trade in
wildlife species (like rhinos) for making virility
medicines. He further discussed how this trade
in wildlife species has driven various species to
the verge of extinction. Mr. Sanjay Parikh, on an
optimistic note, pointed out in his speech that
though till now human activities have adversely

affected

beings as a community have the capacity to

the environment, however, human
safeguard the environment. Taking the discussion
forward, Professor Satish C. Shastri referred to
the extreme weather events happening all over
the world and declared that we were in a state
of an environmental emergency, and emphasised
upon the need to acknowledge the stress being
put on earth. He also reminded the gathering
that the contemporary generation was the trustee
for the coming generation and that we had the
responsibility to pass on the environmental
resources to the future generations in the best
state possible. Professor Furqan Ahmad too,
discussed the pertinent issue of the lack of strict
implementation of the environmental legislations
and mentioned how merely development of lofty
environmental principles and formulation of
numerous environmental legislations, without
any effective implementation, cannot serve
the cause of environmental protection. The
webinar was concluded with the address by the
Chief Guest, Hon’ble Mr. Justice Swatanter
Kumar. His Lordship enumerated the three
main sources of environmental laws in India:
the constitutional provisions, the statutes, and
the judicial decisions. He emphasised that in the
Indian experience judicial decisions have been
a major source of environmental jurisprudence.
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Acknowledging the universal nature of the
environmental concerns, he stated that though
we have organized ourselves into separate nation-
states politically, however when it comes to the
environment, we are but one community. And
therefore, the issue of environmental degradation
is one that the entire international community
has to address together, thus, calling for a
synergistic approach for addressing the myriad
environmental challenges.

Webinar on “International
Humanitarian Law: Issues and Challenges”

Narratives about International Humanitarian
Law have largely pivoted around the historical
development of the laws of conduct of warfare
and often is confined to the traditional orthodox
methodology of looking at it only through
the prism of the historical war-codes and the
Geneva Conventions.

conducted a National Webinar on “International

Humanitarian Law: Issues and Challenges” on
October 02, 2020, which was attended by several
students, academiciansand other international law
enthusiasts from across the country. Dr. Jyotika
Kalra, Hon’ble member of the National Human
Rights Commission, presided over the event as
the chief guest. Other learned speakers included
reputed members of the academia and from the
International Committee of the Red Cross. The
webinar deliberated upon various topics such as
the specific vulnerabilities of communities, the
nuances of IHL in protection of the vulnerable
communities, the narratives of law surrounding
women in the scheme of protection, the special
circumstances in Non-International Armed
Conflicts, and so on.

19 on Legal Education sector. The coordinator

School, Noida.
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In the First Webinar on May 20, 2020 “India’s
governance over Covid-19 with Special Focus
on Migrant Workers” was discussed by panellists
viz., Mr. Rakesh Dwivedi Sr. Advocate, Supreme
Court of India, Professor (Dr). Manoj Kumar
Sinha, Director, Indian Law Institute and Patron
AILIA, and Mr. Amit Vashist Regional PF
Commissioner, Ministry of Labour and Head,
Legal division, EPF Organisation in the presence
of Moderator Dr. Anurag Deep, Associate
Professor, Indian Law Institute and Chief Advisor,
AILIA and Convenor Ms. Mini Srivastava
Assistant Professor, Amity Law School Noida and
Executive Member AILIA. It was attended by 55
lawyers, academicians and Law students. Mr.
Rakesh Dwivedi described the plight of migrant
workers and problems being faced by them,
evident by their mass exodus from the cities.
Professor (Dr.) Manoj Kumar Sinha discussed
the performance of India wvis-d-vis developed
countries during Covid-19 by highlighting the
role of WHO, UN Charter,International Human
Rights Instruments and the Constitution of India.
Mr. Amit Vashist, Regional PF Commissioner,
shared his views on Migrant labour crisis:
Statutory protection, governmental response and
long term plan by laying emphasis on various
challenges faced by workers including proving
the employer-employee relationship.

Upadhyay, Advocate, Environmental Law expert
and Managing Partner of Enviro-Legal Defence
Law Firm. Dr. Vishnu Konoorayar, HoD and
Associate Professor, Centre for Postgraduate
Legal Studies, TERI, moderated the session.
The Convenors were Ms. Surabhi Pandey,
Advocate, Delhi and Executive Member AILIA
and Ms. Bhavna Mehrotra, Research Scholar,
Faculty of Law, University of Allahabad and
AILIA Representative. It was attended by around
55 lawyers, academicians and Law students.
Mr. Sanjay Sen, Advocate, Supreme Court of
India,focussed on the role of institutions during
a crisis and brought to the notice of the audience
the important fact the lack of efforts being
undertaken by the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) and how in such times of
crisis when there is a flagrant violation of human
rights, the only institution that is approached
is the Supreme Court of India. Mr. Sanjay
Upadhyay, Advocate, Supreme Court of India
gave a holistic view on the co-relation between
the environment and economy and stressed upon
the fact that the environment and the economy
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and can always co-exist and that businesses ought
to take the step in this direction.

The Fourth Webinar was successfully conducted
on June 10, 2020 on “Domestic Violence
during Lockdown: An Invisible Pandemic” with
Convenors being Mrs. Neema Noor Mohamed,
Assistant Public Prosecutor, Mahila Court, Govt.
of NCT of Delhi and distinguished speakers
were Hon’ble Ms Justice Hima Kohli, Delhi
High Court and Executive Chairperson DSLSA,
Smt. Rekha Sharma, Chairperson for National
Commission for Women and Moderator being
(Dr.) P. Puneeth, Associate Professor, Jawaharlal
Nehru University, Delhi. The webinar saw
participation from a diverse audience consisting
of law students, legal academia and members of
the Bar. Hon’ble Ms.Justice Hima Kohli stated
that when it comes to immediate relief, there
are protection officers with powers who can act.
But if the person feels that the court of law has
not acted upon despite urgency, then there is
Appellate Court available to reach at. Just like
under the Family Courts Act, the other Courts
of Law in emergent situations always try their
best to act upon and provide relief. Also during
this lockdown, DLSA has also started the Vidhik
Seva, Mobile APP to provide relief to the victims
and ensure awareness. She also stated that it is
the stark reality is paucity of basic needs of life
which in turn can lead to spike in Domestic
Violence cases. Ms Rekha Sharma highlighted
that the experience during the entire lockdown
with regard to DV Cases was not positive but
only hints at the amount of work that remains
to be done. Pandemic is our first experience and
hence the discussion was done on the ways to
work in more effective and innovative manner. A
lot of measures, reaching out and works remain
to be done.

The Fifth Webinar was organised on June 17,
2020 wherein the “Challenges to the Right to
Health and Access to Healthcare in Light of
the Covid-19 Pandemic” were discussed by the
distinguished speakers Professor A.P.Singh, Dean,
University School of Law and Legal Studies, Guru
Gobind Singh Indraprastha University; Mr.Rana
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Mukherjee, Senior Advocate, Supreme Court of
India and Mr.Ashok Agarwal, Social Activist and
Advocate, Supreme Court of Indiaand Delhi High
Court. The session was moderated by Ms.Megha
Nagpal, Assistant Professor, Symbiosis Law
School and convened by Ms.Radhika, Advocate
and Joint Secretary, Association of Indian Law
Institute Alumni. The webinar saw participation
from a diverse audience consisting of law
students, legal academia and member of the Bar
with a total of 175 participants. Professor A.P.
Singh stated the constitutional bearings of the
right to health and right to access to healthcare
for the citizens supplemented by precedents and
landmark decisions of the court on this aspect.

E-Learning Certificate Course on IPRs was
initiated by the Institute as an alternative and
a complement to traditional training methods
in order to make course materials accessible to
large audiences throughout India. It offers new
teaching methodologies, specially designed
course materials, evaluation tools, tailored means
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of delivery, and greater accessibility. Teaching
would take place in the virtual environment
of the Institute’s website. A network of tutors
on the panel of ILI is available to guide the
students. Students and teachers can interact as
often as necessary during the course, because
communication takes place through email.

Anyone who has access to computer and
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the internet can benefit from the Institute’s
e-learning programme. The syllabus is divided
into four components: (i) Patents; (ii) Copyright
and Neighbouring Rights; (iii) Trademarks,
Geographical Indications and Domain Names;
(iv) Management of IPRs. The duration of the
course is three months.
